Kathinka Evers is Associate Professor of Philosophy and Senior Researcher at Uppsala 

University, the Centre for Research Ethics and Bioethics. She pursued her doctoral studies at 

the University of Oxford, Balliol College, and at The Australian National University, Research 

School of Social Sciences, Canberra, Australia, and received her PhD in philosophy from Lund 

University, Sweden.  She was a postdoctoral Research Fellow at the Department of Philosophy 

at the University of Tasmania, the University of Essex, and the University of Oxford. Between 

1997 and 2002, she was Director for the International Council of Scienceôs (ICSU) Ethics 

Committee. In 2002, she was Invited Professor at École Normale Supérieure in Paris on the 

Chair Condorcet. In 2006-7 she was Invited Professor at Collège de France, Paris. She is a 

member of the European Research Councilôs Scientific Review Panel on the Human Mind and 

Its Complexity. Her research in neuroethics focuses on philosophical questions that re-emerge 

in neuroscience and neurotechnology, e.g., access to other minds, personal identity, moral 

responsibility or volitional control. 

 

In her view, the main challenge for neuroethics is to advance our understanding of the human 

mind and self-conceptions, of what it means to be a neuro-cultural creature, and integrate this 

knowledge into our societies, assisting in adapting social structures such as health care, child 

care and education to optimize cerebral well-being and healthy development.
